1. 2. Carbohydrate-organic compounds that includes sugars, starches, celluloses, and gums and serves as a major energy source in the diet of animals.
2. Enzyme- proteins that increase the rate of chemical reactions

3. Lipid- molecules that cannot mix with water whose roles include energy storage and structural components of cell membranes (fats)
4. Molecule- the smallest complete unit of a compound with the same properties of the compound(can be macro or micro)
5. Metabolism- the rate at which all of the chemical reactions happen in living organisms to maintain life
6. Protein- large organic compounds made of smaller parts called amino acids

Chemical change- a chemical reaction in  which  a new substance is formed 
8. Vitamin- an organic compound required as a nutrient in tiny amounts by an organism
9. Organic Compound - Substance whose molecules contain one or more (often 
many more) carbon atoms
10. Digestion- the breakdown of food into smaller 
components that are more easily absorbed into a blood stream, can be mechanical or chemical
