1. Joule-the SI unit used to express work and energy

2. Force- a push or pull that changes the movement, direction or shape of an object

3. Geotropism- a plant's reaction to gravity in which the roots go towards the pull of gravity, and the shoots go in the opposite direction.

4. Turgor Pressure- the force that is exerted on a plant's cell wall by the water (in the cytoplasm) within the cell. The water presses against the cell wall from within, giving the plant cell rigidity, helping it keep its shape.

5. Newtons-the unit that force is measured in

6. Work- when a force produces motion and is measured by the product of the force and the distance moved in the direction of  
the  
force. 
Work = Force x distance moved in the direction of force

7. Reference Point-A fixed point used to measure the position and/or motion of another object
8. Dormant- Having normal physical functions suspended or slowed down for a period of time;
