1. Atmosphere- a mixture of gases that surrounds a planet, such as Earth
2. Space Shuttle- are reusable spacecrafts that are used to take manned missions to space

3. Probes- are vehicles that carry sophisticated instrumentation designed to explore aspects of the solar system

4. Comet  A celestial object consisting of ice and dust and, when near the sun, a “tail” of gas and dust particles appears
5. International Space Station- a satellite that serves as a home for a space crew while they perform research and experiments
6. Satellite An artificial body placed in orbit around the earth or another planet in order to collect information or for communication.
7. Gravity the force of attraction between two objects
8. Asteroid A small rocky body orbiting the sun
9. Solar System the Sun, the planets and their moons, and all other bodies orbiting the Sun
        10. Meteoroid A small body moving in the solar system that would  become a meteor if it entered the earth's atmosphere
