Secondary Succession- Occurs in an area where life once existed but has been destroyed. (example a forest that has been destroyed by a wildfire.)

Pioneer species- first organisms to live an area

Climax community -the final stable plant community which may reach a point of stability that can last for hundreds or thousands of years.

Primary Succession-Gradual growth of organisms in an area that was previously bare, such as rock

Equilibrium –a balanced, stable community

Microhabitat-A small habitat that differs in character from some surrounding more extensive habitat
Flora-The plants of a particular region, habitat, or geological period
Fauna-The animals of a particular region, habitat, or geological period
