UNIT 8 (part 2) VOCABULARY

1. Golgi apparatus- organelles that package cellular materials and transport them within the cell or out of the cell

2. Ribosome- small structure on which cells make their own proteins.

3. Endoplasmic reticulum- organelle that moves materials around in a cell and is made up of a complex series of folded membranes; can be rough (with attached ribosomes) or smooth (without attached ribosomes).

4. Mitosis- cell process in which the nucleus divides to form two nuclei identical to each other, and identical to the original nucleus


5. Mitochondria-the energy center of the cell

6. Nucleus-the control center of a cell where the DNA is contained

7. Cell Membrane- the permeable outside of the cell that controls homeostasis

8. Cell Wall-The outside of a plant cell that provides extra support and allows gases and water to pass in and out

9.  Chloroplast-An organelle found in plant cells that captures the light energy needed for photosynthesis
10. Vacuole-An organelle filled with liquid that stores water, food and waste material
