Acrostic - a poem in which the first or last letters of each line vertically form a word, phrase, or sentence.
· Eerie stories and poems
Decorate our imagination. Both
Good and evil
Are challenged along with

[bookmark: lyric]Lyric Poetry (definition) - a short poem with one speaker (not necessarily the poet) who expresses thought and feeling. Though it is sometimes used only for a brief poem about feeling (like the sonnet).it is more often applied to a poem expressing the complex evolution of thoughts and feeling, such as the elegy, the dramatic monologue, and the ode. The emotion is or seems personal. In classical Greece, the lyric was a poem written to be sung, accompanied by a lyre.

Limericks are short sometimes bawdy, humorous poems of consisting of five Anapaestic lines. Lines 1, 2, and 5 of a Limerick have seven to ten syllables and rhyme with one another. Lines 3 and 4 have five to seven syllables and also rhyme with each other. Edward Lear is famous for his Book of Nonsense which included the poetry form of Limericks.

The Elements Of Limericks
There are five lines.
Rhyming scheme (a a b b a):
Lines 1, 2, and 5 rhyme
Lines 3 and 4 rhyme.
Number of syllables:
Some of the examples in textbooks vary, but the number of syllables usually follow this pattern:
Line 1 8 syllables.
Line 2 8 syllables.
Line 3 5 syllables.
Line 4 5 syllables.
Line 5 8 syllables.
Rhythm:
Lines 1, 2, and 5 contain 3 accented syllables.
Lines 3 and 4 contain 2 accented syllables.
Humor:
Limericks thrive on the lack of harmonious agreement between parts. They contain a broad humor that most students over 8 to 10 years old appreciate. Junior High age students seem to really appreciate the limerick form. Younger students, preschool to eight, really enjoy the rhythm and rhyme of the limerick. 




[bookmark: ballad]Ballad: a relatively short narrative poem, written to be sung, with a simple and dramatic action. The ballads tell of love, death, the supernatural, or a combination of these. Two characteristics of the ballad are incremental repetition and the ballad stanza. Incremental repetition repeats one or more lines with small but significant variations that advance the action. The ballad stanza is four lines; commonly, the first and third lines contain four feet or accents, the second and fourth lines contain three feet. Ballads often open abruptly, present brief descriptions, and use concise dialogue.
      The folk ballad is usually anonymous and the presentation impersonal. The literary ballad deliberately imitates the form and spirit of a folk ballad.

Haiku Poetry  - Haiku Poetry Type is a Japanese poem composed of three unrhymed lines of five, seven, and five syllables. Haiku poetry originated in the sixteenth century and reflects on some aspect of nature and creates images. 

Poverty's child -
he starts to grind the rice,
and gazes at the moon.




Free Verse -  is a form of Poetry composed of either rhymed or unrhymed lines that have no set fixed metrical pattern. The early 20th-century poets were the first to write what they called "free verse" which allowed them to break from the formula and rigidity of traditional poetry. The poetry of Walt Whitman provides many illustrations of Free Verse including his poem "Song of Myself".


Diamante - a seven-lined unrhymed poem that appears in a diamond shape.  It does not have to rhyme but each line uses specific types of words like adjectives and –ing words.  It can be about one topic, synonyms, or two opposite topics.

Line 2    Two adjectives describing the noun
Line 3    Three verbs:  -ing, -ed, -s words that relate to the subject
Line 4    Four nouns: two nouns relate to line 1 and two nouns relate to line 7
Line 5    Three verbs:  -ing, -ed, -s words that relate to the subject
Line 6    Two adjectives describing the noun in line 7
Line 7    Noun, contrasting or opposite of the noun in line 1

Sonnet: a lyric poem consisting of fourteen lines. In English, generally the two basic kinds of sonnets are the Italian or Petrarchan sonnet and the Shakespearean or Elizabethan sonnet. The Italian/Petrarchan sonnet is named after Petrarch, an Italian Renaissance poet

The Petrarchan sonnet consists of two stanzas: an octave of eight lines with the rime scheme ABBAABBA and a sestet of six lines with a varied rime scheme CDE. 

The Elizabethan sonnet also has fourteen lines but is divided into three quatrains and a couplet; the standard rime scheme is ABAB CDCD EFEF GG. Shakespeare is the poet most associated with this form, so much so that is also called the Shakespearean sonnet.

I also want you to know the Spenserian Sonnet -

Instead of an octave and a sestet, Spenserian sonnets are composed of three quatrains (stanzas of four lines each) and one couplet (a stanza of two lines that rhyme). The rhyme scheme flows like this:

Narrative poetry - poetry that tells a story to entertain


Shape poem ( concrete)- Poetry written in the shape or form of an object. This is a type of concrete poetry.

 Epitaph - written to praise or to reflect on the life of a deceased person


Epic poetry - a long narrative poem, usually chronicling the deeds of a folk hero and
written using both dramatic and narrative literary techniques (e.g., Homer's Iliad or John
Milton’s Paradise Lost)


ODE - an exalted lyric poem, aiming at loftier thought, more dignified expression, and more intricate formal structure than most lyrics. Another characteristic of odes is that they often addressed to someone or something.
An ode is a long lyric poem, serious and dignified in subject, tone, and style, often written to celebrate an event, person, being or power--or to provide a vehicle for private meditation. Sometimes an ode may have an elaborate stanzaic structure. Almost all odes are poems of address, in which the poet uses apostrophe( repetition of the initial word of thou -a poetic figure of speech in which inanimate object or absent person is directly addressed). 
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
