                      Book Completion Assignment

Write this on notebook paper (or type and print it if that’s easily possible). You don’t have to write out the questions or instructions, but please number them. You MUST put your name, the title of the book, and the name of the author at the top of the page.

Please put this on two separate pieces of paper. 1-3 go on the first piece of paper. They are for Mr. Cole to read and grade.

1) Describe the setting in a few sentences (place and time period). If there are multiple settings, describe the main ones.

2) Describe the main characters with a paragraph apiece (at least four or five sentences per paragraph). There are normally at least two or three main ones. If you’ve described the most important ones, you could also add something like: “There are also Cassie’s three friends, Jamie, Cynthia, and Roderick” to handle characters who are on the borderline between major and minor. 

  3) Summarize the plot in at least 150 words in at least three paragraphs (at least four or five sentences per paragraph). A good suggestion is one paragraph about the beginning, one about the middle and one about the end. Include all of the main (most important) events or plotlines.

#4 through #7 go on a second piece of paper. Mr. Cole will grade them, but other students will also read them. They will be “book reviews” to help people decide which new books to read each six weeks. PLEASE don’t write anything in here that will give away the plot, spoil the story, ruin the ending, etc. Just try to put information that would help a middle-school kid decide if they would like to read this book or not.

4) What genre is this book?

5) Describe the author’s writing style in a good paragraph of at least five sentences. Possible examples: Do they describe things in a lot of detail, or not much detail? Do they do a lot of characterization, or not much? Is the book fast-paced, or slow-moving? Are they fond of unexpected plot twists, or is the book fairly predictable? Is the language use very pretty and/or complicated, or very plain? Do they have short paragraphs or long ones? Is there a lot of dialogue, or not much? These are just examples. You don’t have to use these exact things, just write a paragraph to describe their writing style in this book. 

6) Name and describe (in two or three sentences for each) your favorite and least favorite part or aspect of the book. (Be vague if necessary. Don’t ruin the story!) 
7) Give the book a grade between one and one hundred. Explain in a few sentences why you gave it that grade
