Sum ----- the answer to an addition problem ----- ex.  13 + 6 = 19

Hexagon ---- a 6-sided polygon    

Prime Numbers ----- a whole number greater than 1 with exactly two factors, 1 and itself
				--- ex.  2, 3, 5, 7 are these numbers.

Fact Family ------ a set of related number sentences ---ex.  5 + 2 = 7	  7 – 2 = 5
									 2 + 5 = 7	  7 – 5 = 2

Difference --------the answer to a subtraction problem ------ ex.  7 – 3 = 4

Factors -------------a number that is multiplied by another number to find a product.
-----ex.  4 x 5 = 20 -- 4 and 5 are factors of  20

Dozen ----------- a group or set of 12

Addend --------  numbers that are added ----- ex. 3 + 6 = 9

Quotient --------  the answer to a division problem ----- ex.  32 ÷ 4 = 8

Equation --------- a number sentence that uses the equals sign to show that two 
				amounts are equal --- ex. 8 x 8 = 64 			         		

Divisor ---------  the number by which a number is divided 
------ ex.  32 ÷ 4 = 8   or   4) 32	
		          
Dividend -------  the number to be divided in a division problem 
----- ex.  32 ÷ 4 = 8 or 4) 32								
Product -----------  the answer to a multiplication problem ----- ex.  8 x 8 = 64

Pentagon --------- a 5-sided polygon
		      							

Composite Number ------ a whole number greater than 1 with more than two factors
				--- ex.  4, 6, 8, 25 are these numbers

Standard Form ------------a number written with one digit for each place value
				--- ex.  three hundred twenty-six = 326
