Organ – Structure made of two or more tissues working together to perform a specific function
Chlorophyll – green pigment found in chloroplasts of plant cells

Allele – one part of a pair of genes that determines a specific trait

Abiotic – non-living factors of the environment (wind, temperature, rock, etc)

Cell Wall – the stiff outer covering of plant cells that provides structure and protection

Cell Membrane – the protective outer covering of all cells

Cell – the basic structure and function in a living organism

Tertiary consumer - an animal that feeds only on secondary consumers.
