1) Photosynthesis -the process by which plants use the energy from sunlight to produce glucose
2) Product-The raw materials of photosynthesis, which are oxygen and glucose
3) Reactant-The materials needed in plants for photosynthesis are water and carbon dioxide.
4) Transpiration - the evaporation of water into the atmosphere from the leaves 
and stems of plants.
5) Stoma –a pore found in the leaf 
and stem that is used for gas exchange
6) Glucose -simple sugar that is food  for plants
7) Chlorophyll-  a green pigment found in almost all plants
8) Chloroplast- organelles found in plant cells 
that conduct photosynthesis.
9) Matter- anything that has mass and takes up space
10) Energy-the ability to do work or cause change
