1. Biomass- organic matter that contains stored energy 

2. Trophic level-  a step in the transfer of energy from one organism to another such as producers, consumers or decomposers 

3. Producer- an organism that uses sunlight to make its own food (Autotroph) 

4 Primary Consumer- an organism that eats producers for energy 

5. Herbivore-is an organism that gets its energy from eating only plants (primary consumer) 

6. Secondary consumer- an organism in a food chain that eats primary consumers for energy  

7. Tertiary consumer-an organism at the topmost level in a food chain that feeds on secondary consumers for energy 

8. Respiration-the process in which nutrients are converted into energy in a cell 

9. Carnivore - an organism that derives its energy and nutrients from a diet consisting only of meat from other animals 

10. Decomposer- an organism that breaks down dead plant and animal matter, releasing nutrients and carbon dioxide back into the ecosystem
