1. Biotic having to do with life or living organisms
2. Abiotic factors in an environment that are nonliving , such as sunlight, temperature, wind patterns,  precipitation
3. Biosphere- that part of the earth where life exists
4. Adaptation- modification of an organism or its parts that makes it more fit for existence under the conditions of its environment
5. Population- All the members of a species living together in the same general area at a given time
6. Community- All the different populations of plants, animals, and other organisms interacting with one another in an environment
7. Species-A group of organisms that mate and produce offspring which are capable of producing more offspring
8. Ecosystem/Biome- A geographic region with a specific climate and a distinct variety of plant and animal life.
9. Biodiversity- the variation of life forms within a given ecosystem, biome, or an entire planet.
10. Sustainability- ecosystems remaining diverse and productive over time
